	Update and Feedback of events.
Halloween Disco: a well-attended event with the introduction of the ticket system of pre purchasing tickets. This has reduced the amount of administration time and will be introduced to other events. Juniors appeared to enjoy their disco and the tuck shop. Amount raised was £472.08 which is slightly less than the previous year. 
Photography sessions: The amount raised was £173.00 however this is less than previous events. There was an overall good uptake of the time slots however these were from external families not linked to the school who the photographer had sought himself. 
Christmas Cards: This event raised £178.00 which is again lower than previous years. The uptake of the purchasing of these cards was fewer than previously. It was discussed that perhaps this event should be biennial and considers an alternative item in between. Feedback reports that support from the PTA should be given across all year groups. 
Christmas Fayre: Profit made £1839.12 which is lower than previous years. It was noted that this event was not as good as a turnout than previously. The introduction of Santa tickets needs to be made clearer to parents/carers and alternative presents to selection boxes will be sought for 2019. The event was opened up to an increase in provate stalls this year however feedback suggests that increasing the size of class stalls may increase profit and stock sells out faster on class stalls. 
Asda Tokens: Profit £200.00 donated by Asda. Despite not winning the biggest amount this was an easy way of fundraising. It was suggested that this option be utilised again however HE reports that charities can only apply annually. It was suggested that other supermarkets offer similar fundraising options therefore this will be explored.

Friendship disco: Year 3 class representative (LO) gave an overview of the progression with the disco. Sweets, crisps, DJ and drinks have been sorted. Each child has been given a ticket; however a register will be available on each class door for an additional resource.

HE has sourced a key holder to attend the event to ensure the safe closure of the school. License has been applied for from the council. All other arrangements of this event have been dealt with by the ‘Wine Night organisers’. 

Mother’s Day: This event is to be hosted by year 1 and led by class representative SG. It was agreed that the sales of the presents will be on 28/03/2019 and monies need to be brought in prior. SG is going to source presents. It was discussed that previously we have completed handmade crafts with the children however on reflection this created a lot of work and it was suggested that we will consider this again for 2020.

Festival of Colour: This event has been arranged for 14/06/2019 and will be held directly after school. SG has been working on this event and has identified music bands to play. It was discussed that a BBQ would be held with a licensed bar and will be open to all families and friends. Holi powder will be sourced and sponsorship forms will be created. Following the great success of our first charity colour run it has been agreed to host this is an individual event. HE has liaised with an Olympic medallist to begin the race and this is to be confirmed. A further meeting will be held specifically for this event with regards to licenses, risk assessments etc.
