It was discussed that last years Christmas card event will not be returning this year, as profits were low compared to the amount of work and disruption caused throughout the school. This will be replaces with ‘Elfridges’ which will be similar to last years Mothers and Fathers day events where the children can pick a present for a loved one to give to them as a Christmas gift.

SL suggested introducing an own clothes day at the end of each term for a suggested donation of £1. All members present agreed that this would be a good idea.
